2024 ANNUAL BUDGET AMENDMENT NO. 2

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and members of the Council of the City of Walker,
Louisiana, now acting as the governing authority of said City. in legal session convened that:

SECTION I. The attached amendment of revenues and expenditures for the fiscal year
ending December 31, 2024 institutes the following changes:

“ Increase to be paid from $3,422,035 Louisiana Department of Health — Drinking Water
